I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION at 0600 PST:
River Kabul at Nowshera is in medium flood level where as all the other major rivers are flowing below low flood level,

Flows are expected to rise in the hill torrent of DG khan Division,
II: METEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:

a. Yesterday's strong trough of westerly wave over the northern parts of the country moved eastwards and  today lies
over Kashmir and adjoining areas and is likely to moved away eastwards during next 24 hours.

b. The latest vertical wind analysis over Southwest Asia and surrounding shows a light to moderate moisture
from Arabian Sea as well as Bay of Bengal, penetrating toward the southem parts of the country up to 5000 feet.
