SUBJECT: -RIVERS SITUATION AND QUALITATIVE FLOOD FORECAST:
I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION at 0600 PST:

River Kabul at Nowshera is in Low flood level whereas all the other major rivers are flowing below low flood
level.

a. Yesterday's trough of westerly wave over northwestern parts ol Afghanistan moved slightly eastwards and
today lies over northern parts of the country.

b. The wind pattern over Southwest Asia and surrounding areas shows a mild moisture incursion from Bay of
Bengal to upper parts of the country up to 3000 feet. The moisture influx is likely to strengthen from Arabian
Sea from 11" July.

¢. Weak seasonal low is located over northeast Balochistan and adjoining areas.

d. Meteorological parameters are favorable for localized cloud formations.

e. No cyclogeneses activity is expected over Bay of Bengal and Arabian sea during next few days.

II: WEATHER FORECAST FOR NEXT 24-HOURS:

No significant rainfall activity is expected over the upper catchments of all the major rivers except some isolated
rainfall of light intensity. Scattered thunderstorm of moderate intensity is expected over DG Khan Division along
with south Sindh. Isolated thunderstorm/rain of light intensity is expected over Peshawar, Kohat, Bannu, DI
Khan, Zhob, Sibi, Kalat and Nasirabad Division. Local development at isolated places is expected over Lahore,
Gujranwala, Sargodha and Rawalpindi divisions.
IV: WEATHER OUTLOOK FOR NEXT 48-HOURS:
Subdued rainfall activity is likely to continue.
